Key Features:

Free healthcare services.

It mandates hospitals to provide treatment in emergency cases without waiting for

medico-legal formalities.

Article 21 of the Constitution of India guarantees a fundamental right to life & personal
liberty.

The right to health is inherent to a life with dignity.

Articles 38, 39, 42, 43, & 47 of DPSP put the obligation on the state in order to ensure
the effective realization of the right to health.
