What is the World Heritage List?

A World Heritage site is classified as a natural or man-made area or a structure
that is of international importance, and a space that requires special protection.
These sites are officially recognised by the UN and the United Nations Educational
Scientific and Cultural Organisation, also known as UNESCO.

UNESCO believes that the sites classified as World Heritage are important for

humanity, and they hold cultural and physical significance.
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There are three types of sites: Cultural, Natural, and Mixed.

e Cultural heritage sites include hundreds of historic buildings and town sites,

important archaeological sites, and works of monumental sculpture or
painting. Example: Dholavira: a Harappan City.

o Natural heritage sites are restricted to those natural areas that have

excellent ecological and evolutionary processes, unique natural phenomena,
habitats of rare or endangered species etc. Example: Great Himalayan
National Park Conservation Area.

e Mixed heritage sites contain elements of both natural and cultural

significance. Example: Khangchendzonga National Park.
