Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina on Tuesday inaugurated the 82-km Padma Bridge Rail
Link, the country’s largest infrastructure project built under China’s Belt and Road Initiative.
The project is estimated to cost Taka 39,246.80 crore, with the Exim Bank of China providing a
loan of Taka 21,036.70 crore.

170 km-long multi-purpose Padma bridge built across the Padma River, Bangladesh’s largest
bridge

The construction of the main bridge began in November 2014 and was opened to the public in
June 2022.

The rail link will reduce the travel time between Dhaka and Jessore from ten hours to only two
hours once operational. The alternate route provided by the project will be 212km shorter than
the existing Dhaka-Jessore-Khulna railway line.
