The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) kept the repo rate unchanged at 5.25% in its June 2026
Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) meeting, maintaining a neutral policy stance. However, the
GDP growth forecast for FY27 has been cut from 6.9% to 6.6% by the central bank, while the
inflation projection was raised from 4.6% to 5.1%. RBI pointed to inflation risks from high crude
oil prices, geopolitical tensions in West Asia, supply-chain disruptions, a depreciating rupee and
weather-related concerns. The RBI, he said, noted that the Indian economy continues to be
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resilient despite these challenges. The move intends to manage economic growth along with
curbing inflation as global uncertainties rise.
