The
short story, which, being written by Kashmiri author Jamir Nazir, was embroiled in controversy
when it was linked to artificial intelligence, won the prestigious international award. Recognising
the importance of true stories, originality and literary excellence, however, was found in the
Commonwealth Foundation. Not only has the award garnered international acclaim for modern
South Asian literature, but it has also opened up discussions around artificial intelligence and
creative writing.

About Commonwealth Short Story Winner Jamir Nazir

e Jamir Nazir is a Trinidadian writer of East Indian descent, and the overall winner of the
2026 Commonwealth Short Story Prize.

e The Serpent in the Grove is an award-winning tale of the rural Trinidaders who grappled
with poverty, betrayal, survival, memory and silence.

e Nazir's inspirations stem from his childhood and the village life in rural Trinidad,
according to the Commonwealth Foundation.

e He has said that it all started when he was 10 years old and his mother gave him a
journal to write in and made him write his first poem “Fear”.

e Speaking to the team during the current controversy over Al, Nazir said that he has
taken to speech-to-text technology due to health issues, and runs a full manual review of
his "Al" articles.

e After a consideration of drafts, notes and the process of creation, the Commonwealth
Foundation decided that his winning story was not Al-generated.

e Nazir creates guidelines for writers who want to write from their experiences, memories
and feelings and give an authentic account of the story.

Al Controversy Explained

It was hardly surprising that the news of the 2026 Commonwealth Short Story Prize caused
international stir when allegations came to light that the winning entry, The Serpent in the Grove,
by Jamir Nazir, was fake, being written by an artificial intelligence engine. The announcement of
the awards was temporarily stopped and an independent investigation was conducted by the
Commonwealth Foundation after the claims. The investigation focused on looking at the
process of Nazir's writing, the drafts, handwritten notes, handwriting as a writing timeline, and
the creative process itself. Based on this detailed written assessment, the Foundation ultimately
believed the story was an original written by Nazir, and there was no evidence that it was
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produced by Al. The award was subsequently reinstated, highlighting the importance of
transparency and integrity in literary competitions.

The Al Controversy's key issues

e The controversy surrounding the winning story, alleging it to be Al-generated, was
raised. The issue of the story winning being Al-generated was brought up.

e The Commonwealth Foundation did not confirm anything until reviewed, due to the
issues in the announcement.
Drafts, revisions and supporting evidence were assessed by independent experts.
The investigation substantiated that the work is attributable to a human.
Nazir explained that he employed speech-to-text software because of his health status,
not to use generative Al to write.
The case brought into focus the importance of clear policies for Al in literary awards.
It raised questions regarding the ethics of Al, originality, and copyright issues in creative
writing.
It sparked the need for transparency when verifying an author's authorship.
Additional rules for using Al may be demanded at future literary competitions.
The debate sparked a pivotal moment in the debate between technology and true
artistry.

New Faunal Records in 2025

India's Biodiversity Research with 709 New Records added by the Zoological Survey of India in
2025. Species that had been new to India for the modern era (recent times) appear alongside
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species that are new to the Indian region. These records will be published by the Zoological
Survey of India (ZSI), which will give India greater commitment to wildlife conservation,
taxonomy and ecology research. Furthermore, the finds emphasise the biodiversity found in the
country and the need for ongoing scientific research to document and safeguard the continent's
unique biodiversity.

Key Highlights of India Adds 709 New Species

In 2025, the Zoological Survey of India registered 709 new faunal records.

The results reported include some species new to the record and species new to the
distribution.

Much of the discovery is related to terrestrial, freshwater, and marine ecosystems.
Alluvial gold was properly explored in various states of India.

The records contribute towards augmenting the Indian national faunal database.
The findings contribute towards biodiversity conservation and ecological studies.
The number of observations arising from ‘biodiversity hotspots' was the source of
several findings.

e The data will support the development of effective policy conservation strategies.

What Are the 709 New Faunal Records?

ZSI publishes 709 new faunal records in 2025 by conducting extensive taxonomic surveys and
biodiversity assessments. The records contain species new to the scientific world and also
first-time records in India. Samples were taken from forests, wetlands, rivers, mountains, caves,
coastal and marine habitats, followed by extensive scientific identification.

The new data add greatly to the fauna record of India, and to scientific knowledge of new
species distribution. Moreover, they provide important inferences for the future in terms of
wildlife conservation, ecological monitoring, habitat management and future research into
biodiversity.

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India Records 40% Rain Deficit in June
2026:; Central India Worst Hit with 50%
Shortfall

The latest RAIN data indicates that, as well as other parts of the world, India experienced a
rainfall deficit of 40% during June 2026, making it one of the driest starts to the southwest
monsoon for the past few years. The rainfall deficit has been more or less significant in central
India, where the month's rainfall was almost 25% deficient. The deficit has created concerns
with agriculture harvests, reservoir storage, drinking water supplies and power generation.
Besides, the meteorologists are closely watching the monsoon conditions as the rainfall in the
coming weeks would shape the overall performance of the southwest monsoon 2026.

What is the 40% Rain Deficit?

The India Record 40% Rain Deficit in June 2026 means the country experienced way less
rainfall than the long-period average (LPA) for the month of June. The term rainfall deficit can be
defined as the difference between precipitation and historical average values over a standard
climatological period.

The 40% deficiency is considered "deficient rainfall" and is indicative of a below-normal
southwest monsoon. Any such significant deficit can have an impact on farming operations, soil

moisture, reservoir inflows and late sowing of crops. Additionally, if the negative balances
continue to roll over into July, the economic and environmental repercussions may increase.

Why Is Central India the Worst Hit?

e The arrival of good rainfall in Central India was delayed due to the advancement of the
monsoon, keeping the region comparatively drier.

e The absence of low-pressure systems over the Bay of Bengal led to fewer rain-bearing
weather systems proceeding inland.

e With the establishment of El Nifio, southwest monsoon circulation weakened, which
contributed to less rainfall in the core monsoon belt.

e Negative Madden—Julian Oscillation (MJO) inhibited cloud development and convection,
thereby depressing rainfall activity.

e The India Meteorological Department (IMD) said Central India received 84.4 mm of rain
against the normal 170.3 mm, resulting in a rainfall deficit of 50%.

e Lower soil moisture has delayed kharif sowing and elevated water stress on reservoirs
and sources.

India Records 40% Rain Deficit In June 2026: Report Weak Start Presents Challenges as 2023
rainfall deficit duels monsoon season. Central India is particularly hard-hit, with a nearly 50%
shortfall in rainfall leading to more worry over agriculture, water resources and the rural
economy. But July and August rainfall will be critical in whether or not the gap season closes.
The IMD will have to keep a continuous track till the monsoon subsides, forcing fairly prompt
policy response with a view to mitigating the adverse effects of less rainfall.

June Monsoon Deficit Hits 40% Across India (FAQSs)

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It means India received about 40% less rainfall than the long-period average during June
